» Style, including endnotes or footnotes, should follow Turabian or Chicago Manual of
Style Standards. Omit any reference to yourself in the text of the paper, including
your name, the course and professor whom you wrote the paper for.
»  Attach this submission form with a paperclip (NO STAPLES PLEASE) to the front of your
paper. Omit any references to yourself (your name, course, etc.) from the paper, please.
